Villages in Partnership intentionally hosts small teams (6-8 participants) to offer intimacy and the opportunity to tailor the experience in the villages around the interests of the trip participants . We design our time according to the gifts and skills of the team in conjunction with the needs of the villages. The cost of the ground fees for the trip are $1400. This includes all accommodations, conveyance to and from the airport, travel to the villages and project sites, work supplies for projects, all meals, water, guides and translators, trip coordinator fee, laundry needs, 1 night safari (including afternoon/night safari drive and morning boat ride), park entrance fees and a tithe to the projects of VIP.

Usually you can find tickets between $1800-2200, depending on the time of year. Another person to check with is Kathi at Tzell Travel, Pittsburgh. Make sure to tell her you are going with VIP and you want her to look into missionary fare as well as their own fare.
