The work will primarily be a combination of demolition and some work in the attic as follows:

1) Dismantle the outhouse.
2) Remove short wall in choir area.
3) Remove lower storm windows on sides as well as storm windows in back sides.
4) With scaffolding in place, scrap 2 small ceiling areas where moisture has affected the paint.
5) Remove carpeting in center aisle only.
6) Place plywood in attic for future renovation.
7) Install insulation in attic.
8) Repair Bilco door that leads to basement.
9) Remove dirt from basement to fill outhouse hole and help level and increase the basement floor.
Tools/Items needed:

1) Hammers, crowbars needed for outhouse and placing plywood in attic
2) Extension cords
3) Saw horses
4) Screwdrivers or small chisels
5) Gloves
6) Shovels and buckets for dirt removal
7) Tarps and masking tape
8) Ladders
9) We also need rolls of insulation (1200 sq ft of 8 inch), coffee cans for nails, plywood for the attic (9 4 by 8 pieces Cut in two), brackets for the basement door, An aluminum 4 by 8 sheet for basement door, exterior plywood at 3/4 inch, and We need stainless steel 6 inch hinges to replace the rusted ones if possible.  We also need screwdrivers and scrapers on a stick to pull up carpet or wonder bars. We need screws and nails for plywood and bucket pails to move dirt from basement to the outhouse area.  We also welcome donations of Home Depot gift cards!
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
